2.1 The historical development of Henan opera

Yu Xi tune: The "Yu Xi tune" centered on Luoyang is also called "Xi Fu 

tune". 

Yu Bei tune: In Zhangde, Huaiqing and other places, the bangzi is so large that 

it is carried on the shoulders. If the night is quiet, the bang sound can be heard for 

several miles, and the string tone is low, so it is called "Daping tune", also known as 

"Dayou tune". Bang". 

Yu Nan tune: There are many kinds, popular tunes in the Nanyang area, other 

Yue tunes, Taoism and another common name "backer hill hong" are also performed. 

(Wu M.Y, 2016) 

Before 1927, Henan Bangzi had no actresses. After the actress appeared, 

Chang Xiangyu, Chen Suzhen, Ma Jinfeng, Yan Lipin, and Cui Lantian were 

gradually formed. The Chang Pai was very exciting, Chen Pai was fast and fresh, the 

Ma Pai was bright, the Cui Pai was deep and subtle, and the Yan faction committee 

was finely commissioned. wrist. At present, the five major genres Tao Li are the 

world. Under the leadership of Yang Lanchun (the famous Henan opera screenwriter 

and director), a comprehensive absorption and great reform of the regional genre 

vocals of the Henan opera drama, using scientific pronunciation, incorporated the 

opera elements, and formed a "modern genre", also known as "modern drama flow 

school flow".

Therefore, 

understanding and understanding the concept, connotation, and nature of the sound of 

opera, and conducting systematic and scientific classification will help us further 

explore the characteristics and laws of opera music flow, derivation, and 

development. 

Wu Dan (2011) Modern ethnic vocal music on the drama of the drama, this 

book outlines the cultural background, the overall artistic form and aesthetic character 

of the changes in the origin of the Yu opera. If the former is a system, the latter should 

be a parent system, from the thought of a door of the Yu opera] The comprehensive 

thinking of Henan opera, the two are from a single to the whole. 
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Sun Yu Zhu (2019) On the reference of the Henan drama vocal singing in 

national vocal singing, in this article, in the long development process of Chinese 

ethnic vocal music, it summarized the theory and experience of vocal music and 

singing of many nations. There are still some limitations of this system, especially 

when singing Chinese vocal works, on the basis of learning Western American vocal 

singing methods, it is an effective way to learn and absorb the singing art of Henan 

opera in traditional Chinese opera. 

Wei Li (2019) The comprehensive beauty of the newly created folk song. This 

article is based on the folk song "Blue Flower" adapted from Liu Lin and Wang 

Zhixin, the folk song "Peach Blossom Red Apricot White" Jiangsu folk song "Meng 

Jiang Nu", and "Magnolia Consumer Army" created by classical poetry, folklore, and 

historical stories, "Magnolia Lan Army", "" "Cowherd Weaver Girl", "Zhao Jun", etc., 

is widely sung, loved by love, and diverse the creative techniques and works style;

4.1 The aesthetic characteristics of the opera 

4.1.1 The opera beauty of integration 

From the height of aesthetics, it is analyzed by the aesthetics. It has a unique 

artistic beauty, which is the beauty of comprehensive. For example, the costumes and 

makeup of opera belong to the art of styling, Facebook, head and face, dumplings, 

water sleeves, cricket wings, water hair ... it is an important means to express the age, 
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status, identity, gender, and personality of the characters. The important support of the 

performance, so it produced performance actions such as sister -in -law, water 

sleeves, hairy hat wings, hair dumping, and difficulty playing. These actions have 

certain dance beauty. They are both standardized actions, but also free, technical and 

technical, but they are not simply technical and technical performances, but dancing 

drama movements, with unique artistic charm. The opera has a wealth of 

performance. It is a highly comprehensive performance art of singing, chanting, 

doing, playing, and dancing. It casts songs, music, martial arts, and performances into 

a furnace, and controls it with rhythm to achieve a harmonious unity. The 

combination of singing, chanting, doing, playing, and dancing is highly flexible and 

free. It has formed a different drama style. Depending on the different focus, it can be 

divided into singing skills, martial arts, and doing skills. The use of singing, chanting, 

doing, playing, and dancing is based on the theme of drama, characters, plots, and 

scenes. No matter which side is, it is the beauty of harmony and unity on the stage. 

4.1.2 The opera is the beauty of expressive freehand 

In dealing with the relationship between art and life, opera does not blindly 

pursue the likeness of appearance, but strives to pursue the beauty of expressiveness 

and freehand, to achieve the likeness of spirit. The distance of ten thousand miles can 

be reached by walking a circle on the opera stage. Long night, a few change drums 

can be night dawn; Thousands of troops and thousands of horses, four dragon sets can 

represent, as the saying goes: "a round field 800 miles, four dragon sets millions of 

soldiers, a mountain three or five steps, an adagio to five more." This kind of 

performance can be said to give full play to the assumption of the stage, and is also 

accepted by the audience. The aesthetic subject and object have reached a tacit 

understanding. The pursuit of opera performance is vivid, the stage lights such as day, 

but the performance of a fight in the dark. For example, the use of props in "Yang 

Sanjie Complaint" is "when there is a lamp not lit, incense not smoking, people do not 

meet at hand, riding a donkey only rely on a whip." All this completely rely on the 

actor's excellent performance to reflect the typical environment, so the formation of 

pulp on behalf of the ship, to whip on behalf of the horse, wine without vegetables, 

there is a cup without chopsticks and other vivid and pleasant performance law. The 

same is true of opera singing and reading. Words are long and no words are short. Ten 
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years and eight years pass by in one or two sentences. The aesthetic principle of opera 

performance is simple with complex, more with less, concise and comprehensive, 

freehand and vivid, which leaves a lot of imagination space for the audience, the 

audience also participate in the creation of the drama. This kind of freehand and vivid 

beauty is very unique and inseparable from our national culture and aesthetic 

tradition. 

4.1.3 The Henan Opera is the beauty of programming 

Programming is a form of life reflecting life. It directly or indirectly comes 

from life. For example, the performance program is the standardization of life actions. 

It is fixed or basically fixed in the opera performance. Refined from life. In the old 

days, women's heads were inserted into the green, and it was inevitable to loosen 

when wearing jewelry activities. Pressing with a hand is a common action of women 

in life. It is used for the stage. There is a difference, it is virtual, so far, it does not 

really touch and press. It pays attention to a beautiful image, and it matches the body 

of the woman. 

Programming is a means of expression used when the actor's creative image. 

Over time, after accumulation, refining processing, screening and elimination are 

gradually fixed. It originated from life. After the refinement of several generations of 

artists, it has a dancing and rhythm. It has the beauty of art. It is the common creation 

of generations and the crystallization of artists. The program continues to develop 

with the development of opera. To this day, the performance of the Yu opera still uses 

the program, and at the same time, it is constantly creating a new performance 

program based on life. The program has both ancient and young, and the program has 

a characteristic. Stability, but in development and changes, continuously improved, 

continuously enriched the process, and keep keeping pace with the times. 

 

4.2 Singing characteristics of the Henan Opera Singing 

Henan drama vocals, there is a real voice, and there is a fake voice. The male 

voice is high, exciting, simple, rigid, and the female sound stretches, unrestrained, 

soft, and smooth. Its music belongs to the plate cavity, with strong plasticity. It can be 

lyrical, can also be described, flexible, and easy to spread. 

4.2.1 Genre 
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During the development of Henan opera, due to the influence of various local 

voice and folk music, the Henan opera has formed artistic schools with regional 

different styles in music. It is mainly divided into east of Henan and Western Henan. 

The east of Henan East was influenced by his neighboring brother drama Shandong 

Bangzi's singing, and the male voice was high and the female voices jumped lively. In 

the west of Henan, the charm of Qin Qiang left by Qin Qiang was left. The male voice 

was desolate and tragic, and the female voice was low and gentle. The subdivision is 

roughly as follows: 

Xiang Fu tune: The Henan Opera popular in the central region of Kaifeng is 

the standard Zhongzhou Zhengyun. 

Yu Dong tune: The eastern Henan tune centered on Shangqiu is also called 

"Dong Lu Bangzi" and "Xialu tune". It is a regional genre of Henan Opera formed 

after the introduction of Xiangfu tune into eastern Henan. The county is also close to 

Shandong Bangzi, with a heavy wording and a high string, so it is called "high-profile 

bang". 

Yu Xi tune: The "Yu Xi tune" centered on Luoyang is also called "Xi Fu 

tune". 

Yu Bei tune: In Zhangde, Huaiqing and other places, the bangzi is so large that 

it is carried on the shoulders. If the night is quiet, the bang sound can be heard for 

several miles, and the string tone is low, so it is called "Daping tune", also known as 

"Dayou tune". Bang". 

Yu Nan tune: There are many kinds, popular tunes in the Nanyang area, other 

Yue tunes, Taoism and another common name "backer hill hong" are also performed. 

(Feng, Y,2010) 

Before 1927, Henan Bangzi had no actresses. After the actress appeared, 

Chang Xiangyu, Chen Suzhen, Ma Jinfeng, Yan Lipin, and Cui Lantian were 

gradually formed. The Chang Pai was very exciting, Chen Pai was fast and fresh, the 

Ma Pai was bright, the Cui Pai was deep and subtle, and the Yan faction committee 

was finely commissioned. wrist. At present, the five major genres Tao Li are the 

world. Under the leadership of Yang Lanchun (the famous Henan opera screenwriter 

and director), a comprehensive absorption and great reform of the regional genre 

vocals of the Henan opera drama, using scientific pronunciation, incorporated the 
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opera elements, and formed a "modern genre", also known as "modern drama flow 

school flow". (Tan Jing Bo,2022) 

4.2.2 Vocal 

Henan opera has a set of resonance. Taking Master Changxiangyu as an 

example, as the most famous Henan opera performance artist among the six famous 

Dan, her nasal resonance is very strong, so she sang the "U" and "O" vowel who did 

not sing in some Henan opera actors. She sang It was very good. Her post -pharyngeal 

cavity was very open. Although she did not let us see the state inside her, her tone was 

indeed very good. "A" is whiter. "I" will resonate with the back of the treble. When 

we send the "i" sound, the throat position is high, and the laryngeal position is low 

during the "U" sound. The "A" of Henan Opera has no excess sound. There is no 

sound bag. When singing "i" vowels, it is different from speaking. The sound comes 

out of the eyebrows. To what excessive language is exaggerated, to what extent to. In 

the meson singing method, there are no men's voices like the old singing method, and 

the proportion of old students with the real voice is more. The female voice is closer 

to Hua Dan, which refers to the degree of real sounds and false sounds, which are 

mainly different in the use of the resonance cavity. Henan opera's voice is relatively 

high, so the female voice feels very thin, but the sound is very penetrating, which 

shows that the throat is also relatively stable. (Http://www.xi-qu.com/) 

4.2.3 Breathing 

The aria of the Henan opera is inseparable from the breath of the actor. 

Although the singing method of Henan opera is the branch, the sound of men and 

women's sound sounds is different, but there is the same method in terms of breath 

requirements. Some vocals in Henan opera need to sing true sounds, and the feeling of 

breathing is relatively not very important, but in the use of fake voice, use "spray 

mouth" and "tooth tongs" and other bite methods to emphasize the role of "words" in 

the singing cavity. The clear consonant should be particularly emphasized in the 

singing. In addition, in all aspects of mobilizing vomiting, bite, and cavity, one word 

is divided into three stages: sound, line cavity, and radio return to rhyme. Music color 

image. (Feng, Y, 2010). 

4.2.4 Modification (Cavity) 
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The singing of songs or opera is centered on emotions, moisturizing with 

various moisturizing methods, to make up for the shortage of emotional deficiency, 

adjust the contradiction between words and songs, and portraying personality and 

artistic conception. Although it does not exist independently, it complements the tune. 

4.2.5 Singing form 

In the chanting of the Henan opera, the male and female voice department is 

basically the same tone, and use the first person to tell the audience a story. This is 

similar to the performance of the opera. In the singing of Yu opera, bite words are 

very important. It is exaggerated than the bite words in ordinary songs. At a glance at 

the rhythm of music, most of the singers are tight and slow singing, opening with 

skills. Modern Henan Opera began to join the form of chorus and singing and singing, 

which is the result of the evolution of Henan opera in the new period. At present, 

many vocal works have the elements of opera, and the modern Henan opera is also 

combined with vocal elements. The melody is smooth, the mouth is easy, easy to 

remember, and the distance between the stage and the audience is closer. (Ma, 

Z.C,2011) 

The singing music of Henan opera, with the development of the times and the 

continuous growth of new reforms, in a large number of traditional repertoires and 

modern dramas, according to different themes, different characters, different 

characters, different emotions, etc. The diversification of the drama, the profoundness 

of the theme of the drama, the vividness of the character image, etc. have made great 

development and innovation, making Henan drama music continue to glow in the 

development of the times. 

 

4.3 The artistic value of Henan opera 

Henan opera, the grand and spirit of the Central Plains and Angobo, the 

aesthetic effects of elegant and vulgar rewards, the high -pitched, concise and bright 

vocal tunes, the style of the ancient and modern and the salty, humorous, optimistic 

language, Zhongzhou Yinyin, which is easy to understand in the north and south, is 

simple and unprepared, generous and magnificent cultural features, reflects the 

popular pattern of reality, close to life, and flesh and blood. 

4.3.1 Aesthetic factors 
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The Henan opera is created by the people of the countryside in Henan. The 

aesthetics of the Yu opera are expressed from the stand and perspective of the people. 

They interpret the story from the perspective of the people; evaluate right and wrong 

from the people's position; Express the emotions of the people to moisturize the 

characters and sorrows of the characters in the drama. Henan opera has such popular 

beauty. Therefore, in many singing sections, the dignitaries are expensive, the rich, 

and the literati, and the creators are also the positioning of the character of the 

characters in the Central Plains of the Central Plains. Make the creation of Henan 

opera closer to the lives of the people, and have a very realistic country feeling. 

4.3.2 Folk customs and customs 

Mr. Wang Zhennan said that "Henan opera is close to the masses and is in line 

with the taste of the people."

5.1 The reference and use of the Henan drama vocal in the national vocal music 

— take the “Mulan Joins the Army” as an example 

5.1.1 Introduction to the representative repertoire of Henan local opera 

"Mulan"

the people and widely circulated. Among them, the classic passages and lyrics can be

"Mulan" is also widely sung as a classic representative of Henan Opera. "Mulan" was 

performed by Master Chang Xiangyu. This character was portrayed in three parts by 

her. She analyzed the character of Hua Mulan to enhance the sense of character 

substitution, so that she thought she was Hua Mulan, and Master Chang Xiangyu also 

It was done. When performing this play, the audience was infected by the character of 

Hua Mulan and had a strong resonance. (http://www.xi-qu.com/) 

5.1.2 Changes in "Mulan Joins the Army" in the national vocal music 

The traditional Henan opera "Mulan", through the lyricist Liu Lin and the 

composer Wang Zhixin, based on the Han Yuefu poem "Mulan Ci", re-arranged and 

created a new version of the song "Mulan Joins the Army", so that the two works 

complement each other under the connection of national vocal music. complement 

each other. This innovation also made the artistic image of "Mulan" have a new 

sensational influence on the prototype well-known to the people. Chang Xiangyu 

showed Mulan's valiant and heroic appearance vividly, and also provided a good 

demonstration role for later singers. 

The song "Mulan Joins the Army" has a positive and realistic meaning. Hua 

Mulan joined the army for her father, which reflects the moral spirit of "loyalty, filial 

piety and righteousness, protecting family and patriotism" of Chinese civilization for 

thousands of years. The woman who is not as good as a man does not let the man's 

majesty and hearty feel. As for the heroic image of the heroine "Mulan" in the play, in 

terms of singing and performance, this song must sing out Mulan's unrestrained and 

heroic, loyal and loyal ambition to serve the country; after "Mulan" recovers her 

daughter, and should also show the woman's original virtue, gentleness, gentleness 

and delicacy. When singing this song well, it is important to grasp the style, and the 
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understanding of the song is also particularly important. In the singing of this song, it 

is necessary not only to grasp the strong Henan Opera style, but also to build the skills 

of national vocal singing to make it have a sense of the times. This song "Mulan Joins 

the Army" also needs to make the characters more three-dimensional and fuller in the 

singing, but it cannot be stylized. It is necessary to restore the living conditions of the 

characters as much as possible, to be close to their true colors and not to be 

personalities. It is necessary to create an artistic image that is full of flesh and blood, 

and of natural joys, sorrows, and sorrows. (Feng, Yun,2010) 

5.1.3 The singing analysis of "Mulan Joins the Army" 

The musical structure of "Mulan Joins the Army" "Mulan Joins the Army" is a 

national vocal work mainly composed of five sections.

In the final section, the 

high-pitched melody sublimates the connotation of the whole piece, highly affirming 

and praising the spirit of Hua Mulan. The reference and application of the singing 

style of Henan Opera in "Mulan in the Army" The whole song of "Mulan in the 

Army" has a strong local color and borrows the singing style of Henan Opera, so in 

the process of singing, we must grasp the singing style of Henan Opera. The singing 

of national vocal music pays attention to the correctness of the words, the unity of the 

breath and the position. The whole song of "Mulan Joins the Army" needs the 

continuous change of the breath to ensure that the breath of the song is supported 

when it is weak or strong, and every word and every sentence. location cannot be 

changed. (Sun, Y.Z,2019) 
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As shown in Figure 4, the one-octave jump of "Ji Hao" and the subsequent 

fourth-octave jump of "Compound Haw" have a strong Henan Opera style, and the 

sound is thrown out by the use of the 6th tune.

5.2.2 The influence of the style and charm of Henan Opera on the singing of

Henan Opera uses a large number of singing forms such as dragging, 

throwing and spouting to make it full of artistic charm. The melody of Henan Opera is 

high-pitched, bold, simple and generous, symbolizing the simple and generous image 

of Henan people.

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5.3 The impact of Henan's singing aria on the aesthetic characteristics of the 

people of Henan

Even if it is 

accurate and the sound is good, it can only be a superficial singing. It cannot express 

the true feelings and cannot enable people to enter the artistic aesthetic realm. 

Henan opera's vocals are full of atmospheric, high -degree, smooth lines, clear 

words, vivid and lively. They are known for expressing the inner emotions of the 

characters. A drama can perform a sad and happy storyline. In the heart, it is very 

popular. In addition, Henan dialects are simple and easy to understand. The Central 

Plains official dialect has a wide range of influences. People in most regions can 

understand it, so the Henan opera itself has the language foundation that popularizes 

the radiation of other provinces. "Love" with "love" to feel people. When we establish 

the aesthetic thoughts of "love with love" and master the corresponding singing skills, 

Henan opera will climb to a new peak of art. (Sun, Y.Z,2019) 

5.3.3 Henan culture with unique characteristics

The Chinese opera industry blew genius, and used the name of the 

performers as the mark of the genre, symbolizing the style of personal performance as 

a model of the traditional opera industry. In Yu opera, Chen (Su Zhen), Chang 

(Xiangyu), Cui (Langtian) faction, Ma (Jinfeng) faction, Yan (Li) faction, Sangjun 

(Zhenjun) faction, etc. Dan Jiao's six major genres and Shengxing Tang Xi became 

the first Tang faction Li Pai, led by the Tang faction. The emergence of genres has 

positive significance for Henan opera. It is precisely the performance characteristics 

of its full flowers and its performances to promote the continuous development of 

Henan opera. (Tan, J.B,2022) 

5.3.3.3 Henan opera famous figures 

Among the many famous opera masters, Chang Xiangyu is not only a 

master of Henan opera, but also a well -known person in the country. After the 

founding of the People's Republic of China, the creation of modern dramas has 

emerged as "the five starring actors" such as Gao Jie, Ma Lin, Wei Yun, Wang 

Shanchu, and Liu Lanfang. In the early 1990s, the Propaganda Department of the 

Henan Provincial Party Committee of the Communist Party of China launched a 

voting of the whole people with a number of units. The letter flew from all over the 

country like snowflakes. Finally, the "93 Chinese Henan Drama today": Zhang 

Baoying (Henan), Wang Qing, Wang Qing Fen (Henan), Hu Meiling (Henan), Niu 

Shuxian (Hebei), Li Xihua (Hubei), Sugi Aimei (Henan), Zhu Qiaoyun (Henan), Li 
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Jinzhi (Henan), Chen Shumin (Henan), Ma Li (Henan), Hu Xiaofeng, Hu Xiaofeng 

(Hebei), Zhang Lan (Shandong). It is precisely because of the development of Henan 

opera in the process of developing a large number of performing artists with deep 

artistic accomplishments. They all call people with their deep artistic skills and 

exquisite performance art. Improvement has also made the charm of Henan drama 

lasting. (Ma, Z.C,2011) 

5.3.3.4 Combination of Henan Opera and Film and Television

combination of Henan opera and TV shows has always been prosperous, such as 

"Liyuanchun" that many people love to watch. 

"Li Lanchun" is a variety show in a drama of the drama of Henan opera 

and collecting different opera dramas across the country. Since the establishment of 

the "Liyuanchun" column in 1994, it has been loved by the people. After 24 years of 

growth, "Liyuanchun" has become the first brand of the Chinese TV opera column. 

The leader of the Chinese TV opera column is not only one of the most vitality in 

China, but also the longest for the longest time to continue on TV gold. The TV opera 

column broadcast. (Ma, Z.C,2011) 

5.3.3.5 The cultural responsibility of Henan opera 

Henan Opera, as the largest local drama in Chinese opera, has the most 

prominent, most essential, and most vitality cultural character in the same period of 

the development history or other types of drama in the same period. From "Mu 

Guiying Hanging", "Mulan" and other traditional dramas with strong patriotism, to 

the new historical dramas "Su Wu Mu Shepherd" and "Cheng Ying Saves" in recent 

years; more than 5,000 games have been born since 1958 to date. "Chao yang gou" of 

modern drama art, in recent years, can sing modern dramas such as the revolutionary
